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REGULATIONS 

MADE UNDER 

THE CURRENCY ORDINANCE, 
(Chapter 283). 

UNDER SECTION 12 OF THE CURRENCY ORDINANCE, THE 
FOLLOWING REGULATIONS ARE, AFTER CONSULTA­
TION WITH THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF 
CURRENCY, BRITISH CARIBBEAN TERRITORIES (EAS r­
ERN GROUP) AND WITH THE APPROVAL OF THE 
SECRETARY OF STATE FOR THE COLONIES, HEREBY 
MADE -
1. These regulations may be cited as the Currency (Coin)

(Amendment) Regulations, 1960, and shall be construed and read 
with the Currency (Coin) Regulations, 1955, hereinafter referred to 
as tbe Principal Regulation_s, and any Regulations amending the 
same. 

2. Paragraph ( 4) of regulation 10 of the Principal Regulations
is hereby revoked and the following substituted therefor -

"( 4) At any survey the Board of Survey may accept, with­
out counting the contents thereof, if tlie seals are apparently 
intact -

(i) any sealed package that bears the seal of -
(a) the Director of Audit; or

(b) the Crown Agents for Oversea Governments
and Administrations; or 

(c) the Royal Mint; .or
(d) a previous Board of Survey;

(ii) any sealed cabinets or similar containers the contents
of which are certified by and bear the seal of a pre­
vious Board of Survey;

(iii) any sealed packages of redeemed or exchanged coins
sealed with not less than three numbered seals and
bearing a certificate, signed by not less than two
Currency Officers or two employees of a Bank
appointed to act as Agent of the Board, to the
effect -
(a) that the contents of such packages have been

checked by them; and
(b) that such packages have been sealed in their

presence with the seals bearing the numbers
stated in such certificates:

Provided that no Currency Officer who has been 
appointed by the Board to hold a key of the vault 
shall be entitled to give or sign a valid certificate; 

(iv) any packages of United Kingdom coin withdrawn for
repatriation to the Royal Mint, and sealed by a Bank
with not less than three numbered seals and marked
with a serial number."
