UNDER SECTION 83(1) OF THE INCOME TAX ORDINANCE,

THE FOLLOWING REGULATIONS HAVE BEEN MADE BY
THE GOVERNOR IN COUNCIL: —

1. These Regulations may be cited as ths Income Tax
(Declaration of Secrecy) (Amendment) Regulations, 1957, and
shall be construed and read as one with the Income Tax (Declara-
tion of Secrecy) Regulations, hereinafter referred to as the
Principal Regulations.

2. The forms of declaration contained in the schedule hereto
are hereby added to the schedule to the Principal Regulations.

Declaration of Secrecy to be made by Members cf the Board
of Review engaged in connection with the administration of the
Income Tax Ordinance.

(Section 4 of the Income Tax Ordinance, Chapter 299).

by any person who shall be exammed in pursuance of the said
Ordinance, excepting to such persons only as shall act in the exe-
cution of the said Ordinance, and where it shall be necessary to
disclose the same to theim for the purpose of the said Ordinance,
