1. These Regulations may be cited as the Official Inland

Correspondence (Amendment) Regulations, 1957, and shall be 
construed antd read as one with the Offi.cial Inland Correspond­
ence Regulations, 1955'\ hereinafter referred to as the Principal 
Regulations and any Regulations amending the same .. 

2. The second schedule to the Principal Regulations is here­
by amended by the insertion after the item, "The General Super­
visor, School Feeding Scheme", under the heading, "Education", 
of the following new item--

"The Building Supervisor, Education Department". 
3. Paragraph (1) of regulation 14 of the Principal Regula­

tions is hereby amended by the addition thereto of the follow­
ing sub-paragraph-

''or (c) postal matter containing official receipts sent by 
the Commissioner of Inland Revenue."
