UNDER SECTION 112 OF THE REPRESENTATION OF THE 
PEOPLE ORDINANCE, 1957, THE FOLLOWING REGULA­
TIONS HA VE BEEN MADE BY THE GOVERNOR IN 
COUNCIL:-
1. These Regulations may be cited as the Representation of

the People (Proxies) (Extension of Time) Regulations, 1957, and 
shall be construed and read as one with the Representation of the 
People Regulations, 1957. 

2. Regulation 9 of the Representation of the People Regula­
tions, 1957, is hereby amended by the substitution for the word 
"tenth" in paragraph (1) and paragraph (7) thereof of the word 
"fifth".
