REGULATIONS Made Under THE EDUCATION ORDINANCE, (Chapter 91) NDER THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 53 OF THE EDUCA· TION ORDINANCE, TI-IF. FOLLC}WING REGULATIONS HA VE BEEN l\!IADE BY TI-IE GOVERNOR IN COUNCIL:-1. These Regulations may be citecl as the Government County:holarships Regulations, 1957. 2. In these Regulations -"Rural Demerara" means a·ny part of Demerara othei; than thef'itv of C.eon>etown.

3. Sixty-four Government County Scholarsh;i.ps shall be open

(a) Twenty-one Demerara Scholarships allocated as follows:­
(i) Eight for the city of Georgetown - five for boys

and three for girls;

(ii) Thirteen for Rural Denerara - seven for boys and
six for girls;

(b) Sixteen Berbice Scholarships - nine for boys and seven
for girls;

(ii) if not born in British Guiana, for a period of not less
than three years immediately preceding the 1st or
April of the year of the examination.

( cl) has not at any time during the one year immediately
preceding the examination attended a school at which a
Government County Scholarship is tenable.

(2) Proof of the age of the candidate must be produced to the
satisfaction of the Director. 

rest . . 7. The subjects of the test examination for the scholarships shall 
Exammation. be English and Arithmetic and such other subjects as the Director, on 

the advice of the Education Committee, may from time to time specify. 
The Director shall publish a notice in the Gazette not less than 6 months 
befelre the first clay of the examination stating the subjects of the exam-
ination, the date thereof and the place or places where it is to be held. 

Method of 
award. 

8. (1) No scholarships shall be awarded to any candidate who has
obtained less than 60 per ccntum of the total marks in the subjects of 
the examination and less than 50 per ccntum of the marks in English. 

(2) Scholarships to the number stated in paragraphs (a), (b) and
( c) of regulation 3 sha11, subject to regulat10n JO, be awarded to the boys
and girls who hm·e obtained the highest marks among the pupils of their
respective areas at the foregoing examination. "" 

(3) After excluding from the list of candidates the names of those
to whom scholarships hal'e been awarded under the preceding paragraph, 
scholarships to the number stated in paragraph (cl) of regulation 3 shall I' ,, 
be awarded irrespcctil'e of sex, place of birth, or place of residence to 
candidates who secure in the examination the first 15 places in order of 
merit.

scholarship who has not reached the qualifying standard prescribed in 
regulation 8. 

Tenure and 11. (1) Each scholar shall be entitled to free tuition for five years
value of at an approved sccondarv school. The cost of tuition shall be borne 
scholarships by Government and shall not exceed $30 a term for a school year of

(2) ·A sum of $50 per annum shall be payable in three instal­
ments, one at the beginnin� of each t·erm, to the parent or guardian of
each scholar to assist in the purchase of books and in the maintenance
of the scholar.
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(3) Additional allowances shall be paid annually in three. instal­ents, one at the beginning of each term, to the parent or guardian of ::h scholar in the following cases:-(a) where the scholar resides not less than 6 miles and notmore than 30 miles from the school attended the sum of$15; (b) where the scholar resides more than 30 miles and not morethan 65 miles from the school attended the sum of $18; (c) where the scholar resides more than 65 miles from the school attended the sum of $25.
