REGULATIONS
MADE UNDER
THE LABOUR ORDINANCE,
(Chapter 103).

UNDER SECTION 35 (1) OF THE LABOUR ORDINANCE, THE
FOLLOWING REGULATIONS HAVE BEEN MADE BY
THE GOVERNOR IN COUNCIL:—

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Hours of Work
(Watchmen) (Amendment) Regulations 1961, and shall be construed
and tead with the Hours of Work (Watchmen) (No. 2) Regulations,
1953#*, hereinafter referred to as the Principal Regulations, and any
Regulations amending the same.

2. The definition of “watchman” set out in regulation 2 of the
Principal Regulations is hereby revoked and the following substituted
therefor —
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watchman’ means any person wholly or mainly employed to
watch over any specific property:

Provided that employment to watch over a private dwelling
by the person residing therein, or oanly to operate or superintend
the use of a gate, shall not be deemed to constitute employment
to watch over property for the purposes of this definition,”

3. Paragraph (1) of regulation 3 of the Principal Regulations

is hereby amended by ‘the substitution for the numerals “60” appearing
therein of the numerals “48”.
