Provided that the licensing officer may, in his discretion,
dispense with the requirement of supplying the photographs
aforesaid whcn application is made for the renewal of a
driver’s licence to which a photograph as hereinbefore des-
cribed, has previously been affixed.

(2) No person shall fradulently alter, deface or
mutilate any driver’s licence or allow any such licence to be
altered, defaced or mutilated.”
