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8.(1) Subject to paragraph (4) of this regulation all decisions at 
a meeting of the Commission shall be by a majority of the votes of the 
members present and voting. 

(2) At a meeting the Chairman shall have a casting vote (as
well as an original vote) whenever the voting is equal. 

(3) It shall be competent to any member of the Commission who
is present at any meeting wheri a decision is made and who dissents from 
such decision to require that there be recorded in the minutes his dissent 
and his reasons therefor. 

( 4) Any question for consideration by the Commission may, in-

11. ( 1) The Commission may require any public officer to attend and
to give evidence before it touching any matter which it shall have under 
consideration and may require the production of any official document 
relating to any such matter. 

(2) The Commission in considering any matter or question may
in its discretion consult with the executive of an association of public 
officers or with any person or body of persons.

not exceeding one year or to both such fine and imprisonment. 

(2) If any person having possession of such information which
to his knowledge has been disclosed in contravention of the provisions 
of this regulation, publishes or communicates it to any other person, other­
wise than for the purpose of any prosecution under these Regulations, 
he shall be guilty of an offence and upon summary conviction shall be 
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liable to a nne not exceeding five hundred dollars or to imprisonment for 
a term not exceeding one year or to both such fine a.od imprisonment.
