EXPLANATORY NOTE 

(This note is not part of the Regulations, but is intended to 
indicate their general purport). 

These Regulations substitute a new regulation for regulation 63A 
of the Emergency Powers Regulations, 1964 (as amended from time to 
time) so as to revoke those provisions of regulation 63A which 
restricted the power to grant bail where persons were charged with the 
commission of certain offences under the Emergency Powers Regu­
lations, 1964.
