by the insertion therein of the following paragraph as para-
graph (2) —

Until rules have been made with regard to any matter
specified in paragraph (1) of this regulation the pro-
visions of the Police Regulations relating thereto shall
apply to the Unit as they applied to the Police Force
on the 1st day of January 1952 and shall be construed
with such adaptations and modifications as may be
necessary to bring them into conformity with the pro-
visions of these regulations; and without prejudice to
the generality of the foregoing references therein to the
Commissioner and to the Force shall be construed as
references to the Commanding Officer and to the Unit
respectively and reference to a member of the Police
Force of a specified rank as reference to a member of
the Unit of corresponding rank.”
