FEES. 

1. These regulations may be cited as the British Nationality
(Fees) Regulations. 

2. (1) Subject to the provisions of this regulation, the fees
specified in the schedule hereto may be taken and shall be 
payable to the public officers and other persons respectively 
mentioned in the schedule. 

(2) Of the fee payable in respect of the grant of a certificate =- 30 of

of naturalisation, the sum of $9.60 shall be payable on the 
submission of the application for a certificate and shall in no 
circumstances be returned, and the balance shall be payable on 
the receipt of the decision to grant a certificate: 

Provided that where a husband and wife apply at the same 
time for certificates and are residing together at the time of 
the applications and the balance is paid in respect of the grant 
of a certificate to one of them, no balance shall be payable in 
respect of the grant of a certificate to the other.
