(Amendment) Regulations 1984.

"(3) Notwithstandiag anything contained in para­
graph (2), but subject to the other provisions of these 
regulations, an application may be made by any pe.r­
son eligible under parag.raph (1) to C;ompete for a 
scholarship, after the date notified for the relevant 
year under paragraph (2) -

(a) for permission to compete for a schol­
arship; or

(b) for a scholarship on the basis of the
results of the examination for the
relevant year already taken by the
applicant,

and if the Minister is satisfied that there was good and 
sufficient reason for the delay in making the application 
he may grant the applicant a scholarship.".
