�.::U. Priikipal Regulations shall l)l>ply in relation to motor vehicles

used by the Guyana Def en� Force Ci.Deluding the People's Militia) 
and the Guyana National Service whether they have been regis,, 
tered befor�. or are registered after, the commencement of 
these Regulations. 

(2) Where in pursuance of the amendments made to the
Principal Regulations by these Regulations it becomes necessary
to assign another identification mark for a motor vehicle regis­
tered before or after the commencement of these Regulations,
the licensing officer may exercise the powers conferred upon
him by section 12(2) of the Act.
