SCHEDULE

1. Porterage
The charge for porterage referred to in regulation 3
shall be 35 cents for 1.6 kilometres or one mile or part
thereof heyond 1.6 kilometres or one mile radius from
the telegraph office.

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3. Inland Telegrams

Telegrams transmitied between any two telegraph
offices in Guyana and delivery of same within 1.6 kilo-
metres or one mile of the telegraph office of destination:

Provided that in the case of interior telegraph offices
at which the nature of the terrain makes delivery im-
practicable, no such delivery shall be made —

(a) Ordinary telegrams —

First 10 words or portion thereof $2.50
Each additional word 25

() Urgent telegrams —
First 10 words or portion thereof $5.00
Each additional word 50
