AND WHEREAS immovable property can be fraudulently transferred
by means of forgery of documents or false claims;
AND WHEREAS all such dealings in land are required to be advertised
in the Official Gazette which, although published weekly, is not easily accessible
to the general public who are likely to be affected by any fraudulent transactions:
RESOLVED,
That this National Assembly urge the
administration to take immediate steps to ensure
that the public have easy, timely and unhindered
access to the Gazette at Post Offices, Regional
Offices, Magistrates Courts and other public places
and by purchase from governmental agencies and
bookstores.
