WHEREAS the Convention on the Safety of United Nations and Associated Personnel
was opened for signature by the United Nations General Assembly on December 9, 1994 and
entered into force on January 15, 1999;
AND WHEREAS the United Nations Secretary-General has appealed to Member States
to ratify or accede to the said Convention in light of the recent fatal attacks on UN diplomats,
workers and other personnel in the Middle East;
AND WHEREAS the Government of Guyana supports the international effort to afford
all United Nations and associated personnel greater protection than they currently enjoy.
RESOLVED,
That this National Assembly hereby agrees to the Secretary-General of the United
Nations being informed of Guyana's intention to accede to the Convention on the Safety
of United Nations and Associated Personnel and for Guyana to formally accede to the
said Convention by the deposit of an appropriate Instrument of Accession.
