RESOLUTION NO. 42
WHEREAS an Agreement was concluded between the Government of the
Republic of Guyana and the Government of the Federative Republic of Brazil on July 30,
2003, for the Partial Abolition of Visa Requirements;
AND WHEREAS the said Agreement allows for nationals of both countries who
are holders of valid national passports to enter and stay in the territory of the other
Contracting Party for the purposes of tourism, vacation or visiting relatives for a period
not exceeding 90 (ninety) days;
AND WHEREAS Article 9 paragraph 1 of the said Agreement stipulates that the
Agreement will enter into force when the internal legal procedures for each Contracting
Party have been completed.
RESOLVED,
That this National Assembly hereby agrees to the Government of the
Federative Republic of Brazil being informed of Guyana's intention to ratify the
Agreement for the Partial Abolition of Visa Requirements.
