WHEREAS the Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Guyana
and the Government of the United States of America regarding the Surrender of Persons
to the International Criminal Court was signed at Georgetown on December 11, 2003;
AND WHEREAS the Agreement was signed by the Minister of Foreign Affairs
on behalf of the Republic of Guyana at Georgetown;
AND WHEREAS paragraph 4 of the said Agreement provides that the Agreement
shall enter into force upon an exchange of notes confirming that each Party has
completed the necessary legal requirements to bring the Agreement into force;
NOW THEREFORE the Government of Guyana having considered the
Agreement hereby confirms and ratifies the same and undertakes faithfully to perform
and carry out all the stipulations therein.
RESOLVED,
That this National Assembly agrees to the Government of the United
States being informed of Guyana's intention to ratify the said Agreement and for
the Government of Guyana to formally ratify the Agreement by Diplomatic
Note.
