WHEREAS the Rome Statute for the establishment of the International Criminal Court
was adopted in Rome on July 17, 1998 and entered into force on June 1, 2003 in accordance with
the provisions of Article 126;
AND WHEREAS the Statute was signed by the Permanent Representative of Guyana to
the United Nations on behalf of the Government of the Republic of Guyana on December 28,
2000;
AND WHEREAS Article 125 of the said Statute makes provision for the deposit of the
instruments of Ratification with the Secretary General of the United Nations;
NOW THEREFORE the Government of the Republic of Guyana having considered the
Statute hereby confirms and ratifies the same and undertakes faithfully to perform and carry out
all the stipulations therein.
RESOLVED,
That this National Assembly agrees to the Secretary General of the United
Nations being informed of Guyana's intention to ratify the said Rome Statute of the
International Criminal Court and for the Government of Guyana to formally ratify the
said Statute by depositing the Instrument of Ratification.
