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ORDINANCE No. 5 of 1950. 

AN ORDINANCE further to amend the Pensions Ordinance, 1933, 
by preserving the rights of officers appointed to the service of the 
Government of Ceylon or the Government of Palestine prior to the 
fourth day of February, nineteen hundred and forty-eight, or the 
fifteenth day of May, nineteen hundred and forty-eight, 
respectively.

Be it enacted by the Governor of British Guiana with the
