21:. There shall not. be at any time more than five Trustees 
of the Board and in the event of the death or absence of ar.,y 
Trustee from Guyana or the inability or refusal of any one or 
more of the Trustees to ad as such, all or any of the powers 
conferred by this Act on the Trustees may be exercised by the 
surviving! or remaining Trustees, provided that in any case their 
numbe,r shall not be less than three. 

5. All property movable or immovable of whatever nature
or kind hereafter bequeathed by will or otherwise given to. the 
Church shaill be deemed to be the property of the Boar�. 

6. All property vested in or hereafter acquired by the
Boord shall be held by the Board for the use and benefit of the 
Church.
